Mongolia Celebrates World Press
Freedom Day

MONGOLIA celebrated World Press Freedom Day
on May 3 with a message to urge the government
to immediately pass law on the Freedom of Infor-
mation.

Mongolia was ranked as “free” in the latest
findings of Freedom House’s Freedom in the World
2010 survey, but the country representatives debated
over the freedom of the press as there are still threats
to journalists. Mongolia’s press freedom suffered a
setback following the riots in the wake of the June
2008 parliamentary election; several journalists were
injured, and all television and radio stations except
national public one were forced to stop broadcasting
for four-day state of emergency, during which five
people have died when the government arrested and
detained hundreds of people and severely curtailed
press freedom.

However the government generally respects
freedom of speech and of the press, it closely moni-
tors all media, some are even belong to certain po-
litical and business interest groups.

Many journalists and private independent publi-
cations practice a degree of self-censorship to avoid
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State Secrets Law or libel laws
that place the burden of proof on
the defendant.

“We must deliver our voices
to the Mongolian authorities and
speak out about violations of the
journalists’ professional rights
and demand our rights to access
to information,” said B.Galaarid,
Chairman of the Board of Globe
International, a non-profit media
monitoring organization.

Freedom of Information laws still delayed for dis-
cussion since 2004.

“Those who have something to hide are afraid
from disclosing information,” said Kh.Naranjargal,
CEO of Globe International. She said that edito-
rial censorship is becoming more “serious” than
before. “It comes through media ownership. The
Mongolian journalists are highly self-censored and
they becoming dolls at hands off their owners,” she
noted.

Globe International reported that defamation
and censorship against media is high in Mongolia.
More than 60 percent of defamation cases are initi-
ated by politicians, authorities and public officials.
Detailed statistics on censorship show that close
to 50 percent of journalists self-censor. Journal-
ists face the risk of losing their jobs, having their
salaries reduced, assault, having family members
threatened with death, and imprisonment for expos-
ing corruption or abuses of power. For this study, at
least 60 percent of journalists said they have faced
attacks and been affected by defamation cases.
